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Childcare reviews

A leaflet for parents




This leaflet explains why we have these
meetings, how we arrange them, and how you
can make your wishes known.

The purpose of a review is to look at how things
are going for your child, and to make sure there
is an agreed plan for a way forward. Everybody
involved must be clear what their contribution to
the plan is to have the best chance of success.

Your views and wishes are very important, and we
will ask you what you want to happen. Your child’'s
welfare is our most important concern and, if they
are old enough, we will consider their wishes too.

We try to have the reviews at a time and place
that is suitable and convenient for you. We can
sometimes arrange transport to help you get to
the review.

If you have concerns about coming to the meeting,
or you would like a friend or relative to come with
you to give you some support, this should be all
right but please discuss this with the social worker.

What you can expect from your child’s
review

We will agree a care plan detailing what is going
to happen and who will offer what support.

We will review this plan regularly. If your child is
living at home, we will carry out the first review
within three months of the date the local
authority began to look after your child (that is
the date of the child’s hearing). After that,
reviews will take place at least every six months
and sometimes more often.

If your child is living away from home (for
example in foster care), we will usually arrange
a first review within three days of this
happening. This is called a ‘Reception into

accommodation’ meeting. We will arrange other
meetings every four to six weeks, then every
three months and then at least every six
months after this (sometimes more often).

If your child is living away from home in secure
accommodation, we will carry out reviews every
month to make sure that your child is not in
secure accommodation for a moment longer
than necessary.

If your child is living away from home, the
childcare review will discuss any education or
healthcare needs your child has, as well as any
offences they have committed.

If there are any other matters you want to
discuss about the review beforehand, please
contact the social worker as soon as possible.

We will send out a written minute or summary of
the meeting after the review. This will record the
plan and agreements that have been made, and
also note any disagreements or things that were
not sorted out, and how we will take these forward.
