Nothing, the service is free.

The Clients’ Rights Service will
respond to:

¢ all contacts, within five working days;

¢ all requests for support, mediation or
negotiation for those who are not happy
with Social Work, within 14 days; and

¢ all requests to see personal Social Work
files.

It will also:

® visit every young person placed in a secure
unit, within the 21-day period outlined in the
appeals process;

° make at least two visits a month to young
people placed in secure units; and

® make at least one visit a year to every
team or service within Social Work, to
promote a wider understanding of rights
issues and how they affect the people we
work with.

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It is a service that promotes the rights and
responsibilities of children, young people and
adults who receive services direct from us or
that we have arranged.

The service will respect your privacy unless it
thinks that you or others are in danger. The
service offers advice, representation, advocacy
(this is when people receive help to express
their opinions and feelings), counselling and
support to anyone who has contact with us and
who believes that their rights have been broken
or ignored.

The Clients’ Rights Service can help in different
ways, for example it can:

represent your views at Social Work
meetings;

make sure that your views are heard at
meetings that involve Social Work;

give you advice;

listen to you and your concerns if you do not
feel like talking to anyone else;

support you at Social Work reviews whether
these are childcare or community care
reviews;

make sure that your views are heard at
children’s hearings;

support you to make a complaint if that is
what you want to do;

help you see your Social Work file; and

give advice and information on rights issues
to Social Work staff and other professionals.

Anyone can contact and expect to receive help
from the Clients’ Rights Service.

The service is available to anyone who has had
contact with us, even if they already have a
social worker or care manager, or even if they
no longer have contact with Social Work but
feel that they want to talk with someone about
something that may have happened when in
contact with Social Work. The Clients’ Rights
Service is open to:

children;
young people; and

adults.

It is available to people regardless of their age,
race, skin colour, sex, sexuality, language,
nationality, ethnic, national or social background,
religion and political beliefs or other opinions,
property, medical condition or disability, and so
on.

It is available Monday to Friday, 8.45am to
Spm.

If you need to speak to someone after 5pm, or
before 8.45am or during weekends or public
holidays, please contact the Out of Hours
Service on 01382 436430.

The Clients’ Rights Service will visit you at
home or arrange to see you at:

a daycare centre;
a resource centre for children or adults;
a foster home;

a residential home for children and young
people;

a residential school;

a secure unit;

your relatives’ or friends’ home;
a prison;

a private, voluntary, or local authority care
home for adults, and older people; or

any other place arranged by Social Work.

When arrangements are made for services to
be provided away from Angus, the Clients’
Rights Service will also visit people wherever
they may be, if necessary.
