There are three Family Support Teams that
provide support to families with very young
children.

These teams cover:

• Arbroath, Carnoustie and Monifieth;

• Forfar, Kirriemuir and South West Angus; and

• Montrose, Brechin and North Angus.

They provide services that are available to
families with a child or children between 0 and
three years, who meet our ‘in need’ conditions.

Support can be provided in a flexible way either
within the family home or within the community.

What do Family Support Teams offer?
They provide learning opportunities for parents
within the home or within the local community
(or both).

They support parents and carers to develop
their parenting skills.

They also provide play activities that stimulate
and promote children’s development.

Each family will have there own support worker
who is responsible for developing a plan to meet
the needs of the child and family. They do this
with you and other colleagues involved in
supporting your family.

A family plan could include the following.

Play opportunities
Help to increase parents’ knowledge of the
different stages of development, and play
activities suitable for babies and young children.

Simple play activities using items which may be
found in the home or can be bought or
borrowed for a small cost.

The plan will encourage children to play with
other children and make new friends.

Parent support groups
You can meet other parents who may be in a
similar situation, discuss parenting issues and
develop your interests. You can also get
support if you feel isolated.

Family support
Parents are actively encouraged and supported
to be part of the process of developing skills to
meet their child’s needs. This is done by
working in groups with other agencies and
services for example Welfare Rights,
Community Childminding, Toy Library or an Art
Project.

Home visiting
Practical support in the home and introducing
new resources.

How do I get this support?
You can contact any of the teams direct.
Referrals can also be made through a health
visitor, social worker, GP or other professional.

What can I expect?
When your child receives a service from us we
will make sure that:

• we treat every child, young person and their
families with dignity and respect;

• children, young people and their families
will be actively involved in the support
planning process;

• every child or young person receiving a
service will have a support plan, which we
will review at least every six months;

• parents and carers will be involved in
developing a plan to meet the needs of
their own child and family; and

• every family will have a named support
worker.

Our aim is not only to meet our current
standards but also to consider how we can
improve them.

If you have any comments on the service you
have received, or suggestions on how we
can improve our standards, we would like to
hear from you.
