EMERGENCY LIGHTING SYSTEM - RECORD OF TESTS

Central Battery Systems: Twice a year the batteries should be arranged to supply the emergency lighting system by simulation
of a failure of the normal lighting supply for a continuous period of at least one hour.

During this period all luminaires and/or signs should be checked for proper function.

At the end of the test period the system should be restored to normal operation and the charging arrangements checked for

proper function.

Self contained luminaires and internally illuminated signs: Once a month each luminair and signs should be energised from its

batteries for a period of at least one hour.
