APPEAL AGAINST DISMISSAL
The Sub-Committee considered an appeal against dismissal lodged by an employee of the Children and Learning Directorate.
There were admitted to the meeting the appellant, the appellant’s representative and Dr Stephen, Head of Schools and Learning.

The Sub-Committee considered written and oral submissions by the Head of Schools and Learning, including the statements of two witnesses called by the Head of Schools and Learning, and by the appellant and his representative, following which the parties withdrew from the meeting.

After deliberation, and having considered all the circumstances, the Sub-Committee found that the grounds of the appeal had been substantiated in part and that the appeal be upheld to the extent that the appellant be reinstated on a final written warning on the basis that his actions constituted serious and not gross misconduct.
The parties were then recalled to the meeting and advised of the foregoing decision.
