0] approve the continuing adoption of the first two weeks in October as the Angus
school holiday period
(ii) approve in full the school holiday dates for 2017/18 and 2018/19.

BACKGROUND

Reference is made to Report 202/15
(http://www.angus.gov.uk/meetings/meeting/104/children_and_learning) and the minute of the
Children and Learning Committee on 19 May 2015 paragraph 6 which notes that the
Committee agreed to defer consideration of school holidays and term times session 2017/18
and 2018/19 to allow for more extensive consultation to take place with parents.

Report 202/15 sought approval to change the timings of the school October holiday period
from the first two weeks in October to the second and third weeks of October. This would
have aligned the October holiday period with our neighbouring local authorities Dundee City
and Perth and Kinross Councils. Committee requested wider consultation with parents in
relation to this proposed change.

This further consultation exercise was undertaken in August/September 2015. Parents and
carers were asked if they agreed with changing the school holiday period in October from the
first two weeks in October to the second and third weeks with effect from session 2017/18.

The consultation closed on 4 September 2015 and parents and carers had the option of
responding electronically or by paper copy.
CURRENT POSITION

4398 responses were received in total. These included 2423 electronic responses and 1975
paper responses.
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4.2 36.3% of respondents agreed with the change of holiday period from the first two weeks in
October to the second and third weeks in October.

4.3 63.7% of respondents disagreed with the proposed change and wished the present
arrangements of the first two weeks in October to continue to be the Angus designated school
holiday period.

5. PROPOSALS

5.1 The policy of adopting the first two weeks in October as the school holiday period in Angus
should be maintained.

5.2 Full approval should now be given to the school holiday dates for 2017/18 and 2018/19 as

outlined in Appendices 1 and 2.
